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DEFINITION OF TERMS

HousehOld. The basIc sampl1ng and reporting
unIt for collect1ng travel 1nformation. It
consIsts of ell persons in separate 11~1ng
quarters. J

Trip. Travel InVOlVIng a person or persons
returning nome from a locatIon 80 km or more
away durIng tne th~ee-month perIod beIng
surveyed after an aosence of less than one
year. The follOWIng types of travel are not
InclUded In the CanadIan Travel Survey defi-
nItIon of a trIp: travel to and from work or
scnool: one way travel InvolVIng a Change of
reslaence: travel oy members of operatIng
crews.

HousehOld-trip. A trIP. as defined aoove,
involVIng one person or a group of persons
from the same housenold leaVIng and return-
ing together. If four persons from one
housenold leave ana return together, It
coun~s as one nousenold-trlp.

Person-trip. A trIP. as defined above. taken
by one person eltner SIngly or In a group.
If fcur persons go cn a trIp togetner. It
coun~s as four person-trIps.

Person-night. A nIght spent by a person.
If two persons take a trIp InVOlVIng three
nights away from home. there IS a count of
SIX person-nlgnts.

Same-day. A term applIed to a person-trip or
housenold-trlp lna1catlng that it does not
incluae a nignt away from nome.

One or more nights. A term eppliea to a
person-trIp or housenold-trip inOlcatlng
that It incluoes at least one nlgnt away
from nome.

(Domestic I traveller. In this pUblication
the term traveller or domestIc traveller
refers to eny persons WhO completes a trIp.
es aeflneo aoove. curing the calendar
quarter in quest10n. Any person whO does
not take a triP. as defined. in the same
quarter may be descrIbed as a non-traveller.
Note that Quarterly traveller or person data
cannot be aggregated to prOduce annual
totals since persons travelling in more than
one querter would be counted more than once.

Prtmary means of transportation. The means
of transoortatlon used to cover the greatest
distance on the trip.

Main reason of trtp. The maln reason why
the responaent went on the triP. regardless
of tne reason anyone else from the nousehold
had for takIng tne trip. Only ftve cnolces
of main reason are allowed: busIness; con-
ventlon; vlslting frlenas and relatIves;
pleasure; and personal.

Acttvity participatton. For eacn trIp re-
ported. respondents were aSked to Indicate
Wnether or not they partlclpated In eacn of
10-12 aeslgnated actlvltles. wnlCh incluoed
visltlng frlendS and relatives. shoOPlng.
slghtseelng. vlsitlng a natlonal. provlnClal
or reglonal park. attendlng a sports event
and particlpatlng in sports or Outdoor actl-
vity. In addltlon five speclflc outdoor
sports actlvitleS were inclUded: sWimmlng.
hunting or fiShing. cross-country skling and
downhill Skiing.

In each quarter particular activities were
added to the queStionnaire to correspond
with special events that took place in
1984. These activities inclUded the follow-
ing: view or board the Tall ShiPS (for any
travel in Nova Scotia or Queoec); atteno
1534-1984 celebratlons (for any travel in
Quebec); attend events related to the Pope's
vis 1 t.

EXPENDITURES;
Reported Expenditures. Refers to amount the
respondent reported as part of his or her
personal expenditures when travelling. For
a business trtp, all expenditures paid by
the company or employer are to be 1ncluded
by the respondent. The expenditure catego-
ries are as follows.

Prep. td packages (t.e. package tours).
InclUdes two or more items paid for 1n
advance of the trip. These items may be a
Combtnation of transportat1on and accommo-
dation or aCcommodation w1th fOOd and
beverages. etc. Prepatd packages cover the
expenses of two or more components of a tr1p
but the costs are not separately 1dent1fied.
A prepaid paCkage 1s usually, but not
always, offered by a travel agency.

Includes the cost of taXIS, bus
fares. SUbway fares, etc. Local transporta-
tion will also Include the rental of a car
and SUCh things as bus tours In the locale
of the destInatIon.

Accommodation. Total excendltures for nlg~ts
spent In hotels. motels. caclns, cottages.
camPIng, etc. In the case of trIps to
cottages or cnalets by tne owners. there
WIll usually be no cost for accOmmooatlon.

Food and beverages. InclUdes the total
amount spent to buy groceries, meals In
restaurants, orlnks, etc .• durIng tne perIOd
of the whole trIp.

Recreation and entertainment. InclUdes C~StS
for acmlsslons to theatres. sports events.
art gallerIes. nlgnt cluos. etc.

Other (souvenirs, etc.). Incluces souvenIrs.
clothing, etc.

Total. If the selected respondent was unable
to provide a breakcown of hIS/her expendI-
tures but could provide a total figure. this
would be recorced in the total category.

Reallocated Expenditures. Refer to the
redIstributIon of reported exeenOltures
according to tne follOWIng three-step
procecure:

METHODOLOGY

Labour Force Survey
The Canadlan Travel Survey 1s conductea as a
supple~nt to the Lacour Force Survey
(LFS). The LFS 1s a multistage stratified
procaClllty sample repreSenting the Canadian
c,vIl,an non-Inst1tutlonallzed resldents of
Canada 15 years of age and over from tne 10
provinces. Excludea are reSidents of tne
Yukon ana Northwest TerrItories. and tne
poculatlons liVing on Inalan Reserves ana
CroJn ~anas. Inmates of Institutions ana
memoers cf Armea Forces. all of wnlcn In
total account for only aoout 2% of tne total
pOPulatlon of Canada. For a detal1ed des-
crlptlon of the metnoaology for tne LFS. the
reader may refer to StatiStiCS Canaaa Cata-
logue 71-526 (Occasional) MethOdology of the
Canadlan Lapour Force Survey, 1976.

Canadian Travel Survey
The Canaolan Travel Survey. conducted for
every cuarter of 1984. nad a sample size
wnlcn varied between 13.Coo and 19.CGO
housenolos. as detailed ln Text Taoles I and
II. In eacn Quarter one person 15 years of
age cr ~re was randomly selected from eaCh
housenolo to reSpOnd to tne travel survey
questlonnalre.

Eacn Quarterly survey includes only those
trips navlng a one-way dlStanCe from home of
80 km (50 miles) or more ana tnose wnich
actually ended durlng that tnree-mOnth
perlOC. The Canaolan Travel Survey exclUdes
travel of memcers of ope~atlng crews of
commerclal vehlcles. SUCh as buses. planes
and trUCKS: travel to worK cr to scnool and
tranSfe-s to a new reslde~ce.

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Sampling Variabiltty
Canadtan Travel Survey (CTS) results are
estimates computed from the survey responses
of a sample Of Canadians. It must be empha-
sized that these values are only esti~ates
of the true values for the eanadlanpopula-
tion whiCh could only be determlned through
a census. Since these differences will
always eXlst between sample and census data.
stat1Stlcal measures whlcn 1ndlCate the
expeCted Slze of these dlfferences nave oeen
develcpea.

The expected difference between the samole
eSt1mate and the correspond1ng census value
is known as the sampling varlabil1ty. The
StatlStlcal measure of samoling var1ablllty
used In this publ1catlon IS the coeffICIent
of varlatlon (eV). expressed In per cent.

The ev IS Interpreted ln the follOWIng
manner. The cnances are about 68 OUt Of 100
that tne elfference pet ween a sample eStl-
mate ana tne corresponclng census value
woulc be less than tne ev. The cnances are
95 out Of 100 that the dlfferences would be
less than or eQual to tWlce the ev.
Throughout this PUblicatlon. the sampling
varlaol11ty of eTS stat1stlCS is inc1Cated
by alphapetlc COdes assoc1ated wlth a range
of evs (see table below). For example. a
'0' in01Cates that the CV falls between 2.6
ane 5.0~. The alphabetiC codes run from A
through H with A indlcatlng the most rella-
ble eata. Data assignea a COde of 'G'
Should be used with caut10n due to low reli-
a0111ty (ev of 16.6 to 25.0%>. Estlmates
wltn a CV greater than 25.0% are not
released (coae H).

In aaa1t10n to inCicatlng WhlCh estimates
are more reliable than Others. the evs can
be usee to construct conflcence intervais
for survey statistlcS. This can be illus-
trated through an example.
Canadians accounted for 96.791.000 person-
trlps. This figure has a CV 1n the range of
1.1 to 2.5%. Using a conservat1ve approaCh.

.the range can be as large as 2.5% of
96.791.000. or 2,420.000.
Hence. there 1s a 68% chance that the true
value would be between 94.371,000 and
99.211.000 person-tr1ps (or 96.791.000 ±
2.420.000). At 95% conf1dence level. the
range is twice as large (96.791.000 ±
4,840.000) or between 91,951.000 and
101.631.000. In other words, 1f a census
had been taken. there 1s a 95% chance
that Canadtans would have taken between
91.951.000 and 101.631.000 person-trips.

The auest10nnaire.Cend Of publication) was
deSigned to COllect detaileo informatIon on
the fIrst eight tr1ps taken by the respon-
dent. A space was provIded to record loen-
tIcal tr1ps 1n oroer to aVOId tedious reoe-
tition. The l;mit of e1gnt different trIps
in one quarter was determined from past
experIence as beIng aoequate for most
travellers. At the same time. however.
prOV1s10n was maoe for recording the total
numeer of tr1ps. Th1s ensured that there
was a record of the occurrence Of all trIOS,
although there was no detailed informat1on
about any trIp taken after the eIghth.

Question 21, which concerns partiCipatIon 1n
varIous activities WhIle on a trip. Changed
for each quarter of 1984. Cross-countryano
downhIll Skiing were inclUded in the out-
doors activities lists for the fall and
w1nter quarters. For the spring quarter, a
question was added about the Tall ShIps
VIsits. For the summer quarter, questions
were added for the Pope's visit and Queoec's
1534-1984 celebrations.

A question on the last page of the question-
naire collected data in broad dollar ranges
for total household income, before taxes and
deductions.

The "Total" category was adaed to the exoen-
diture QuestIon start,ng In 1982 -- allOWIng
respondents to IndICate how mucn tney spent
in total If they coula not provtae a CreaK-
down of thetr trIp expendIture. Responaents
have increasIngly resortea to tnis category:
37% Of expenattures In 1982 and 46% In 1984
were reported under ·rotai". AS a result.
year to year comparisons between categor1es
should be viewed with extreme caution.

Reallocated Expendttures

In Co-operat10n w,th TourIsm Canada. a
three-step procedure IS used for tne reals-
trlCutlon of repOrted expenaltures.

Redistribute expenditures of the ·Prepaid
paCkages· catego~y

The procedure examInes detailed expenditures
on those questIonnaIres whICh dId not recort
any expendItures on prepaId paCkages. These
were further diVIded Into four groups: same-
day trIps - uSIng prIvate or puCliC trans-
portatIon. ana trIps of one or more nlgnts -
uSIng prIvate or puCliC transportatIon. The
percentage dIstrIbutIon of these groucs
becomes the gUIde for reallocatIng all
prepaId paCkage expenaltures .

Redistribute expenditures of the "Total·
category

These expenditures were SubdIVided uSIng the
same procedure as ·Preoald paCkages·. It is
assumed that the distrlbutton of expendt-
tures is the same for both those who respon-
ded in detail and those who prOVIded a total
only. Therefore. the above groups are used
as a basis for the percentage dtstrtbutton
for those returns giving totals only.

Redtstrtbute expendttures to provtnce of
rece;pt

ThiS procedure is based on the origin of the
traveller. destinatIon and number of nights
recorded in a province. For example: A
Canadtan traveller free Manitoba takes a
four-day trip to OntariO. He spendS two
nights in Ontario ana one tn Manitoba. His

PrIor to 1979 a number of surveys with the
generIC tltle ·Canaalan Travel Survey· were
concucted by Stat,st,cs Canaca WIth soonsor-
ShIp from eIther Tourism Canaoa (formerly
the Canaoian Government Offlce of TourIsm)
or Transport Canaaa (TCl. A baSIC Objective
of all of these surveys was to determIne
the volume anc baSIC patterns of travel by
reSlaents of Canaca WIthIn Canada.

DIfferences In trIp definltlons, questIon-
naIre oeslgn, samole ceslgn ana survey
methocologles rencer comoarlsons between the
results of the surveys dlfflCult to make.
However. in oraer to gIve the reaoer a
general idea of the informatIon collected.
